Hines and his family. 
 
Biographical Sketch:  Linnaeus Neal Hines was President of the State Normal School 
from 1921 to 1933. He was born on February 12, 1871 in Missouri. The family moved 
back to Indiana when Linnaeus was four years old.  Linnaeus graduated from the 
Noblesville High School in 1889, then entered Indiana University. He had a long career 
in education, as a teacher and school superintendent, before becoming President of the 
State Normal School. 
 
Series Description: This collection contains many photographs of the Hines family and 
several diaries of Linnaeus N. Hines. It also contains two scrapbooks of Mr. Hines. The 
collection contains correspondence, news clipping, legal documents, and many misc. 
memorabilia concerning the Hines family. It is quite a large collection of items.
